Although I participated
ceremonies every year and tried so hard to
learn our culture, learning our language seems
to be not so easy as before. I joined this
program in summer of 2018. We talked with
the elders in our tribe once a month. Every
time when the elders encouraged me, I was
inspired. After 6 months of learning, I could
speak mother tongue with my family, and my
neighbors started to chat with me in Puyuma.
I believe it is worth to learn and embrace our
ancestral language.
